Re:  Prescription Pad Paper

Boise’s current BEWARE™ products meet the Centers for Medicare and Medicaid Services mandate, originally slated to go into effect 10/1/07 and delayed until 4/1/08.

On April 1, 2008, to be considered tamper-resistant, a prescription pad must contain at least one of the following 3 characteristics:

1) one or more industry-recognized features designed to prevent unauthorized copying of a completed or blank prescription form:

2) one or more industry-recognized features designed to prevent the erasure or modification of information written on the prescription by the prescriber;
3) one or more industry-recognized features designed to prevent the use of counterfeit prescription forms.

As it is stated above, Boise BEWARE meets criteria #1 (VOID, COPY or UNAUTHORIZED COPY appear when duplication is attempted) and #2 (when erasure occurs, it is evident on the paper as ink is removed in the spot where alteration is attempted.)   Because we do not feel our product meets #3, Boise is enhancing our current BEWARE product well before the 10/1/08 mandate which requires all three criteria be met.   There will be no functional change to the performance of the paper with this added feature.
